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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The visit to China, Korea and Japan is part of the University’s efforts in promoting and enhancing its international activities. This visit is a continuation of the efforts undertaken earlier by the University in establishing linkages with top foreign universities. 

The University has earlier visited universities in the following countries in the past two years: Australia and New Zealand in the Pacific, USA and Canada in North America, UK and Germany in Europe, Turkey and Jordan in the Middle East and our neighbor Thailand. In this visit, 13 universities in the three countries were visited. The universities are:
· Shanghai, China: Shanghai University and Fudan University.
· Beijing, China: Peking University, University of Science and Technology Beijing (USTB), North China Electric Power University (NCEPU) and Tsinghua University.
· Seoul, Korea: Seoul National University and Yonsei University.
· Daejon, Korea: Korea Advance Institute of Science and Technology (KAIST).
· Tokyo, Japan: Waseda University and Chiba University. 
· Kyoto, Japan: Shiga University and Kyoto University.
  
Besides visiting the university campuses, a number of universities arranged for visits to their research counterpart in the industry or their special purpose laboratories that conducted researches for the industry. Some universities visited are keen on working towards establishing linkages and specific areas have been identified and proposed for collaboration. North China Electric Power University (NCEPU) in particular has been keen to collaborate further due to their similarity in the nature of operation as UNITEN. The aims of the visits in establishing research collaboration, international student exchange as well as academic program collaboration has been discussed with the host universities and some early indication has been obtained from each university that further efforts need to be taken to materialize them.

The next step would be to formalize the collaboration by signing a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU). A few universities have been given the draft of the MOU for review. Upon identifying suitable areas of mutual interest, both universities shall then follow up with a proper signing of MOU and activities.
  
1. INTRODUCTION
As a university aspiring to be internationally recognized and ranked among the highly ranked universities in the world, UNITEN needs to establish its international presence. One of the ways is to link up with international universities with the following purposes:
· Exchanging knowledge and expertise.
· Undertaking collaborative research and other joint activities.
· Sharing of resources in common research areas.
· Strengthening of UNITEN academic programs.
· Enhancing the marketability and branding of UNITEN.

In UNITEN 10 Strategic Plan, one of its core initiatives to achieve excellence was outlined as internationalization. Therefore, in order to increase international activities, the University needs to establish contacts and links with foreign universities in the world especially the top universities. There has been some on-going collaboration in research, post-doctoral programs and appointment of external examiners and advisors ever since UNITEN took the initiatives earlier to establish new collaborations with visits to top universities in Australia, New Zealand, the United Kingdom, the Middle East, Germany, Canada and USA.

UNITEN has been moving forward internationally by the establishment of the international linkages. We have been able to tap on the expertise from our foreign counterparts, learn from the world class universities which have achieved excellence, share research facilities and funds as well as enhance its students’ international experience though student exchange and study abroad programmes.  Building international relationship require time, money and full commitment from the top management as well as the interested parties in the Universities. However, the benefits of these linkages are aplenty in that the University would increase its quality, reputation and branding.

The linkages works the other way as well where UNITEN can provide some opportunities for the partner universities to capitalize on, such:
1) Undertaking research projects in a climate or situations only available in Malaysia.
2) Working with UNITEN as subsidiary of TNB - an established utility company in the ASEAN region.
3) Capitalize on UNITEN as expert in the areas of Electrical Power, Mechanical and Fluid Engineering.
4) Working with UNITEN that have good research facilities having strong collaboration with other local Malaysia Public universities  
5) Getting strong supports from the Malaysia Government through UNITEN, in schemes such as the Brain Gain Malaysia. This is in the form of funding and Infrastructure supports (for example, using facilities at MIMOS and MDeC)


2. 
OBJECTIVES OF VISITS

The objective of the visit is to explore opportunities in establishing collaborative linkages with identified and selected universities in the Far East (China, Korea and Japan). The visit will also provide an opportunity for the University to understand better the operations and management of these universities as well as understanding how they function and strategize to take some excellent examples of these universities in order to be among the top universities in the world. 

The potential areas where linkages can be established are as follows:

1) Collaborative or Joint research programs 
Exchange of Lecturers and Researchers including sabbatical arrangement
Post doctoral programs or Split PhD Program
Strategic alliance in developing and offering new potential undergraduate and post graduate programs at UNITEN such as nuclear engineering
Visiting professors to deliver lectures & supervise Postgraduate students
Training of UNITEN academic staff in related areas at the foreign universities
Conducting joint short courses, intellectual discourse, seminars & conferences
Appointment of foreign university’s top management to sit on UNITEN Industrial Advisory Panel, or as External Examiners
Appointment of foreign university academic staff as members of UNITEN International Editorial Board for the soon to be published Journal of Energy Technology 
Transfer of technology and knowledge in teaching and learning methodologies, technology park operations etc
1) Student exchange and study abroad programs
